De Trafford wines continue to be the most highly rated winery in South Africa by the Wine Spectator with 20 different wines scoring 90 points or more.  However, we choose to draw attention to the following recent tasting that highlights the fact that top South African wines are fast becoming competitive with the best in the world.  

“THE JUDGEMENT OF CAPE TOWN

With the recent re-tasting of the famous "Judgement of Paris" and another startling Californian winning result, Wine Cellar held its own "Judgement of Cape Town". Bordeaux 2003 posed a great opportunity to compare South African Wines with French because of the warmth of the vintage. This provided wines with a similar acidity, alcohol and tannin level to those we are accustomed to in Stellenbosch. The 12 wines were decanted for 10 hours and tasted blind by pundits and media to find out whether SA Bordeaux wines can stand up to those of their Bordeaux counterparts.

The 2003's are hugely lauded by Parker especially in the Medoc where there is better moisture retaining soil and the later ripening Cabernet flourishes. We chose the SA wines on their proven track record as well as their similar cepage's. Each taster was given the mandate to rank the wines from 1 to 12, and when averaged, a final standing was calculated.  All wines are available from Wine Cellar.
